Public Safety would like to notify the University of St. Thomas community about an incident that occurred last 
night, involving three St. Thomas students.  A suspicious vehicle with five occupants wearing ski masks were 
seen at the intersection of Selby Avenue and Cleveland Avenue. It was reported the suspected vehicle 
performed a U-turn and started following the students.
